UNWAVERING  DEVOTION  
 
  The book of Deuteronomy is basically a reminder of the Law of Moses that was originally delivered at 
Mount Sinai.  It is delivered to the people by Moses before Israel crossed over the Jordan into the promised land.  
This is Moses’ final address to the nation before he goes up to Mount Nebo, where God shows him the promised 
land, and Moses dies. 
 God commissioned Joshua to lead Israel over the Jordan and into the land of Canaan.  Before they cross 
over, to gain the inheritance promised long ago to Abraham, God gives Joshua 
a powerful promise.  He assures Joshua that no man will be able to stand 
against him (Josh. 1:5), that God would not fail him or forsake him (Josh. 
1:5), that Joshua would give the people possession of the land (Josh. 1:6), 
that they would prosper and have success (Josh. 1:8).  God promised to do 

amazing feats for Israel, yet He asked something in return. 
 In response to God’s promises, the Lord required the people to: 

1. Be strong and courageous (Josh. 1:7) 
2. Do according to all the Law of Moses (Josh. 1:7) 
3. Do not turn to the right or to the left from the Law (Josh. 1:7) 
4. Meditate on the Law day and night (Josh. 1:8) 
5. Be careful to do according to all that is written in the Law (Josh. 1:8) 

 
 In recent years there has been a fear that unwavering obedience to God’s Word could be 
viewed as legalism.  Not being willing to turn to the right or the left could be interpreted as being 
narrow-minded.  People that are careful to do according to all that is written in God’s law are seen 
as Pharisaical and not understanding the “spirit of the law.”  In reality, these could not be further 
from the truth.  An unwavering, uncompromising, careful obedience to all that is written is exactly 
what God has always desired.  In fact, it is only under these conditions that God promised the na-
tion of Israel success and prosperity in the land. 
 Let’s not get caught in the trap of trying to please men and look appealing to the world by 
presenting a watered down, compromising message of truth.  Instead, let us be beaming examples 
of the purity and righteousness of our God that all may see our good works and glorify our Father 
who is in heaven (Matt. 5:16).     Steve Comer
