“God-bearers”  
 
  Last week, I had my first real interaction with our not-yet-born child.  Alisha, of course, has been feeling 
our child move and kick throughout the last several months.  And I, too, have felt the baby randomly swipe a 
hand or foot across her belly.  But last Tuesday night, Alisha got excited and told me to feel this hard spot on 
her belly.  When I felt what was surely a foot and pressed down, the baby actually pushed back in response!  
It was amazing to interact with our child before we even get to meet face-to-face. 
 Naturally, with our due date being so close to Christmas Day, I 
can’t help but be reminded of the birth of Jesus the Messiah, who 
leaped inside his mother’s womb when she visited her cousin, who 
was pregnant with John the baptizer. 
 Pregnancy has been a fascinating phenomenon to witness (much 
more to actually experience, I imagine!).  To me, the normal, natural 
process has been almost miraculous enough.  How much more, then, 

for the teenage virgin Mary! 
 I read recently that in church tradition, Mary has been known as the theotokos, from the Greek 
theos, meaning God, and tokos, meaning to bear or to bring.  She is called the “God-bearer” liter-
ally because she bore the Son of God, but she gained the reverence of this title for more than this 
physical capability. 
 How overwhelmingly strange and unimaginable to be approached by an angel with the mes-
sage that you, an unmarried teenager, would conceive a child by the Holy Spirit.  Certainly, this 
news would have brought to mind the amazing gifts of conception the Lord had given to some of 
Israel’s most famous matriarchs: Sarah (Gen 21:1-2), Rebekah (Gen 25:21), and Rachel (Gen 
30:22-24).  And Mary demonstrated an immediate willingness to accept this great blessing and re-
sponsibility, to participate with God in bringing the Messiah into the world. (Luke 1:38).  So in a 
sense, it was Mary’s faith, her belief in the promise of God, that made her a true “God-bearer.” 
 What an amazing blessing and responsibility it is for all of us, as God’s elect, to be God-
bearers, to let Christ live in us and to bring him to the world!

Samuel replied, “Does the Lord delight in burnt offerings and sacrifices as much 
as in obeying the voice of the Lord?  To obey is better than sacrifice,  

and to heed is better than the fat of rams.”

  There is a story about a German-born farmer living beside the railroad 
tracks.  One day he heard the train approaching fast, and glancing up, he saw his 
three-year-old son walking down the tracks toward him.  The father realized it 
would be impossible to reach the little boy in time to save him from the oncoming 
train.  He yelled to his son, “Lie down.”  Without a moment’s hesitation the child 
obeyed.  The train passed over him and he was unharmed. 
 Days later, the farmer received a letter from the president of the railroad.  
He commended the farmer, not for his bravery, but for having taught his son to 
obey. 
 There is soooo much questioning in modern religion.  Why should we do 
this?  Why did the Lord say to do that?  Does it really matter if we follow such and 
such, after all, I love the Lord and I was baptized!  But when the Lord speaks to us 
about any matter, our obedience should be like that little boy on the tracks.  The 
reality of our love for the Lord and the sincerity of our faith in God’s Word are not 
demonstrated simply by what we say; but is declared as real by our prompt and  
unquestioning obedient response.  Now I know what you are going to say…Nathan, 
I don’t have to follow some other man’s interpretation of what God has said.  And 
you are right!  But for this discussion, let’s lay that aside and simply go with this:  
how about we start by owning up to and following what we know the Lord has 
shown US to be true.  My suspicion is that a lot of Christian’s lives would be 
greatly changed if they did that; not following only the part they are comfortable   
or agree with, but promptly following everything, just because God said so. 
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
