MISSIONARIES 

In our nation’s political discourse over the last two and a half centuries, freedom has been a core   
doctrine.  Although previous generations have held a healthier view of what exactly freedom  
entailed, the term nowadays seems to have been boiled down to one very meager definition: the 
power to determine action without restraint.  It has come to mean that I can do whatever I want.   
No restrictions.  That is freedom in the eyes of many people, perhaps especially younger people. 
Earlier generations understood that true freedom required exactly the opposite of what the  
new definition would encourage: namely, self-sacrifice for the 
greater good, rather than self-indulgence.  People knew that 
freedom was not essentially a defense of the individual’s 
rights, but a larger picture of a people’s independence from 
injustice.  And it was clear that this could only be realized 

through the determination of the few to give their lives for the many. 
 As I reflect on this, I can’t help but think that somehow this shift in meaning 
is correlated with our society’s shift away from biblical understanding.  In biblical 
thought, freedom or liberty, is always an act of God.  The Lord delivers his people 
from Egypt in the days of Moses.  He brings them back from exile in the days of 
Ezra.  And in the days of Christ, it becomes painfully clear that true freedom would 
come only at the dearest price. 
 In Galatians 5, Paul reflects on the implications of our freedom in Christ.   
For you were called to freedom, brothers and sisters; only do not use your freedom 
as an opportunity for self-indulgence, but through love become slaves to one another.  
For the whole law is summed up in a single commandment, “You shall love your 
neighbor as yourself.”  So freedom in Christ is at once a freedom from sin and self-
centeredness and an enslavement to one another in self-sacrificial love, exemplified 
by Jesus Christ himself.

      Do you not know that in a race all the runners run, but only one gets the prize?   
 Run in such a way as to get the prize. 
      1Corinthians 9:24 
 
� I love the Olympics.  It is two weeks of end-to-end sports!  There are a great 
success stories and also poignant stories of failure.  One in particular came in the 1936 
Olympics being held in Berlin.  The women’s 400-meter relay was being run and the 
German squad held a commanding lead.  But when the third runner attempted to pass 
the baton to her teammate, it fell to the ground.  The Germans had the race won; they 
couldn’t lose—until they dropped the baton.  After the games, a magazine carried a 
picture that showed the despair on the face of the fourth runner.  The publication was 
distributed in Europe with captions under the picture in two languages.  The English 
read, “They muffed the baton.” But in French the line said they had dropped le temoin, 
which translates “the witness.”  The idea conveyed was that the runner who reaches  
the finish line with the baton is a witness to the fact that the entire course had been run.  
Those German runners had the honor of being on the Olympic team, and they did run, 
but they lost the prize because they dropped the baton.  Without their witness, they 
were disqualified. 
 Isn’t that exactly what Paul is referring to in his letter to the Corinthians?      
Being saved by God’s grace made him eligible to run the race; it put him on the Lord’s 
team.  But he was aware of his obligation to not “drop the baton.”  Because of the love 
of His God, and Paul’s desire to return that love in faithfulness, he wanted to keep his 
witness true to the end of his life, to be able to hear the welcoming voice of His Savior 
saying, “Well done, faithful servant.” 
 We are saved by the loving grace of God.  And the Lord calls for His children 
to run the race of this life with purpose and discipline, so that we will not lose our le 
temoin.
