MISSIONARIES 

 
      Lately I have been noticing the mystery of God’s work in the world.  He continues to surprise me with un-
expected situations and outcomes.  He has always done this.  He chose Moses, a man “slow of speech and 
tongue” to be his mouthpiece to the most powerful ruler of the land.  He chose Mary, a poor and unwed teen-
ager, to bear his Son into the world.  He chose Paul, a fierce persecutor of 
Jesus’ disciples, to become the apostle to the nations. 
  
   God surprised me this past weekend as well (you’d think I’d be get-

ting used to it!).  I took a group of our senior high students to CHRISTeens youth rally in Rus-
sellville.  After the keynote sermon on Saturday night, the 1000+ students divided up into 
their youth groups for a time of discussion.  I asked our group what messages they wanted to 
remember and what commitments they needed to make after our powerful weekend.  One 
young man, Corbin Hanning, has been visiting our youth group for the last several months.  
As expected, he didn’t say much during this discussion except when asked directly.  I was sat-
isfied with his participation and felt good that he had come to the event with us.  But God was 
working more powerfully than I could see. 
  
 We went from our groups into a time of worship.  As we were singing, the message 
was passed down the pew to me that Corbin wanted to be baptized.  My moment of surprise.  
But Corbin had been considering this for a long time, and the moment had come when he felt 
convicted to make the commitment.  In his words, baptism into Christ was “a fresh start.”  I 
am thankful that God is at work not only out in front, but also behind the scenes.  It makes me 
wonder…Where else is God at work?  In places I’m not expecting, and in ways I may often 
miss.  I pray he would open our eyes more to glimpse his power at work among us.

� To be healed or not to be healed—that is the question!  Many sincere believers 
in the Lord Jesus claim that sickness should never be considered within God’s will for 
the Christian.  Therefore we should pray for restoration with the tenacity of the widow 
who went to the judge, refusing to take no for an answer.  In this line of reasoning, the 
physical infirmity continues to linger in our lives because we have become content with 
it.  What is needed, they say, is more faith and a rejection of the qualifier if it be your 
will .  They sincerely believe that is nothing more than a copout.  But is it? 
 Consider Jesus’ plea in the garden of Gethsemane.  While it did not focus on 
sickness, the tremendous ordeal our Savior was about to face and the manner in which 
He prayed clearly show that god’s glory is not always best served through an instant 
miraculous deliverance.  In the fullness of His humanity, Jesus Christ went honestly to 
His Father.  He openly asked for another option to the prospect of the pain and suffer-
ing that lay before Him, in the very same way that we would when faced with cancer or 
some other dread disease.  We, like our Savior, have the right to ask that the cup might 
be taken from us.  Yet underlying our revulsion to the prospect of disease or long-term 
suffering needs to be the question: what will glorify God the most?  Ole Hallesby, a 
Norwegian theologian said we should pray something like this, “Lord, if it will be to 
Your glory, heal suddenly.  If it will glorify You more, heal gradually; if it will glorify 
You even more, may your servant remain sick awhile; and if it will glorify Your name 
still more, take him to Yourself in heaven.” 
 It is not a lack of faith to be persistent in prayer.  It is not a lack of faith to step 
back and put our trust in the Lord’s will.  Anyone who prays Your will be done from 
the fullness of the heart, as Jesus did, will never say it’s a copout.
